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INTERNATIONAL CRIMINAL TRIBUNAL FOR RWANDA
I, Georges Rwakampala, bomn June 1961, declare of my own free will the following:

I joined the FPR in 1990 when they attacked Rwanda. Since 1985 I was a member of
Musoveni’s NRA. After the liberation of Kampala I stayed with the army until I
joined the FPR. The recruitment was done by Maj. BAYINGANA and Maj.
BUNYENYEZI. The recruitment was secret and done through word of mouth in the
Ugandan army.

In 1990 we attacked Rwanda (Kagitumba) from Ginja, Uganda. The commander was
RWIGIMA, some other officers were BAIGANA, Lt Col. ADAMS, Msj. NDUGUTE
Capt. CYIZA, Capt. Sam BYRUNHANGA and many others.

I was a platoon Sgt. with the FPR’s the 3 Battalion and was stationed in Lyabega
(Park National Akagera). The Battalion’s Commander was CYIZA, the second i/c
was Maj. BUNYENEZI. : :

In 1991, I was transfetred to “Charlie Unit” in the Volcan forest. My commander was
Capt. MICO. In 1992 we advanced to Butaro in Rwanda.

In September 1993 when I was transferred for three months to Nyamicucu (Prefecture
of Byumba), near Mulindi.,, where the the 3™, battalion was formed with the 600
soldiers chosen to go to the CND in Kigali under the Arusha Accord. The selection of
the soldiers was based on discipline and being a good fighter. There were some Hutus
but not many. Each company had supplied approximately 50 men. The officer in

charge of the military camp in Nyamicucu was MUHIRE. He was responsible for the
re-organization and the training.

The Officer in Charge of the 3". Battalion was Col. Charles KAYONGA and his
Second in Command was Major Wilcliffe KWIKIRIZA. The Battalion’s Intelligence
Officer (1.0.) was Capt. Charles KARAMBA and the Battailon’s Political
Commissioner (P.C.) was Capt. VIANNEY. The Administration Officer was Capt.
John GATAMA (he later became the Commanding Officer of the 23" Battalion). The

Medical Officer (Doctor) was Ephreme LNU. (He came from Burundi and is now Lt.
Col. at the DMI).

The Battalion was composed of 6 Companies called “Coy.” each made up of three
Platoons as follow:

“A” Coy.: RUGAMBA, C.0. ~ Capt. John MATUNGO, OIC. ~ S/Lt. Charles
MUGABQO, I.S.

“B” Coy.: Major NKUBITO, C.0O. — Andrew KAGAME, OIC. - I do not recall
the name of the I.S.

“C” Coy.: Major MUSONI, C.O. - Lt. John KALISA, OIC. - I do not recall the
